BEFORE ME, the undersigned authority, on this day appeared Wilson
Myers, who being first duly sworn upon this oath deposed and stated as
follows:

My name is Wilson Myers, Attorney at Law, licensed in the State of
Alabama. I am Co-counsel for Appellant, Ronald Patrick Swiney (pro
bono). My office location is at 308 Hall Avenue, Bay Minette,
Alabama 36507-1704.

In the State Court's Clrder, page 35, Judge Crowson wrote: "During a
telephoue conference conducted by the Court on February 12,2004,
Swiney's counsel conceded that, if he was granted an evidentiary
hearing, he would present the evidence that was presented in
Nordby's report and supplemental affidavit. However, as previously
asserted in this ordern none of this information establishes Swiney's
irmocence."
